"An Evening With Mark Twain" is a hi lar ious and insightful recreation of an actual
lec tu re  tha t  the  wor ld  famous humor is l  and au thor  v , rou ld  have g iven dur ing  h is  h igh ly -
acclaimed world tour culminating in 1905.

After having toured the country several t imes over the course of the last 15 years.
New York actor Michael Mauldin brings this theatr ical tour-de{orce to our stage, undergoing
a make-up transformation of almost three hours to achieve an uncanny l ikeness to the 70-
year -o ld  "Grand Old  Man o f  Amer ican Le t te rs ' .  Mr .  Mau ld in  in i t ia l l y  spent  th ree  months
researching and compil ing t lre show in the Twain l ibraries of Hannibal and Haft{ord, and his
years of performing have given him a wealth of material to drar,v from, so that the material
used in the perlormance constantly varies, much as Twain himself would have leclured at
the turn-of-the-century.

ln  h is  cus lomary  wh i te  su i t  and ever -present  c igar ,  Twa in  takes  us  t l r roL tgh  a
fasc ina t ing  panop ly  o {  uproar ious  comedy,  gent le  remin iscence.  b i t ing  soc ia l  sa t i re .  and
often dark commentary of the human condit ion. l t  is al l  seen through the eyes of a man wl.to
had been at the top of the l i terary and social spectrum for most of his l j le and had reached
the age and level of esteem where he felt  free to say what was on his mind with almost no
fear of censurc.

Mr .  Mau ld in  has  care fu l l y  cons t ruc ted  t l re  fo r rna t  o f  the  show to  inc lude as  many
facets  o f  Twa in  s  complex  and var ied  persona l i t y  as  poss ib le  w i th in  h is  two-hour  so lo
per {ormance,  and w i th  the  combina t ion  o f  h is  pub l i s l red  and unpub l ished nove ls .  sho t l
stories. journal notes. autobiography, and speeches, the experrence proves to be excit ing
for t l re Twain af icionado and novice al ike.

In  add i t ion  to  h is  f i ve  na t iona l  tours ,  and coLrn t less  appeafances  on  Untvers i ty
campuses across the country, l ' ,4 r.  lv4auldin s pedormance as Twain lras been shown on
PBS,  and h is  shovr  v ras  adapted  in to  a  one-hour  ABC spec ia l  en t i t led .  ' l t ' l a rk  Twain :
