SCHOOL HOUSE ROCK LIVE ! 

 2010/2011 FINAL TECHNICAL RIDER

Please Note: 

This is the final technical rider for the 1999/2000 National Tour of SCHOOL HOUSE ROCK LIVE!.   This rider is  considered to be a portion of the performance contract.

ARRIVAL

The entire road crew will arrive via motor coach  prior to the load in.  The scenery, sound, costumes, and props will arrive via a 24 foot straight truck, at this time also.  The company must have access to both vehicles at all times during the load in and out.  Please see that your loading area is completely free of all obstructions, and that a clear 8 foot wide path exists to the stage area.  Please also see that your loading area is completely clear of all debris, ice, snow, etc and ready to easily relieve the truck.  If Police barricades or cones are necessary to guarantee plenty of space to maneuver the truck, please arrange for this.  The Cast and Orchestra will arrive via the runner, approximately 1-1/2 hours before the performance.  For single performance days  we request that the vehicles be allowed to remain at the load in area for the entire day.  If this is not possible, please arrange for parking and security nearby.

Shore Power:  Shore power for the coach is requested.  A minimum of 50 Amps is required.

LOAD IN and OUT 

SCHOOL HOUSE ROCK LIVE ! takes approximately 6 hours to load in, set up, focus and cue.  The load out takes approximately 2 hours after the final performance.  PLEASE NOTE:  The estimates of "IN" and "OUT" may vary with local house conditions.  Exact load in times will be scheduled by our Production Manager, approximately three weeks before the scheduled performance.

LABOR CALL

SCHOOL HOUSE ROCK LIVE ! is NOT a yellow card attraction.  As such all local labor will be provided by the local presenter or the presenters designated staff, after consultation with our Company and Production Managers.

All staffing shall be in accordance with the labor calls at the top of page 2.
The labor calls are based on the premise that all able-bodied stagehands who have professional expertise can and will assist from one department to another as the need arises during load-in and load-out.

The production company travels with (1) Production Stage Manager/Master Electrician, (1) Technical Director, (1) Wardrobe supervisor, and (1) Sound Engineer, each managing their own department.  Their function is to coordinate, oversee and instruct the local crew and to assure an efficient load-in, out, and running of the show.  The Troupe America Production Manager will be in contact with the House Carpenter and/or Technical Director by telephone in advance of the performance to schedule load in and verify crew needs.

 * If the local crew is not permitted to load or unload the truck, a minimum of 2 loaders will be required in addition to the above needs for the load in and out.  Also if more than 1 stagehand is required on the rail  (ie: Hemp or double purchase lines)  Please add one additional carpenter to the load in and out crew.

** The Electricians will be called into duty by the carpentry crew during the raising and lowering of the trusses. 

*** Unless required by local rules, in which case add 1 crew member to this

PLEASE NOTE:  THAT THE ABOVE NUMBERS ARE SUBJECT TO CHANGE DUE TO LOCAL CONDITIONS.  These are the minimum requirements for this production and all crew members are expected to have basic tools present with them at call time.

PLEASE NOTE: It is extremely important that the agreed upon crew be present for all load in and out calls. The Production Manager has the authority to cancel the performance should the crew not be available to load in the production at the agreed upon time. The local presenter will, however, be subject to the performance fee. If a crew is present, but not in the agreed upon numbers, the Production Manager will hire load in help from the tour's non-crew personnel at the rate of $30/hour per person payable by the presenter to the Company Manager at the intermission of the production.

RUNNER (THIS ITEM MAY NOT BE STRUCK FROM THE RIDER.)

A person with a vehicle must be able during the load in and out to transport crew to hotel, banks, restaurants and laundry facilities. This vehicle should accommodate at least 2 persons in addition to the driver. (See below important note in regards to vehicle size for prior to performance call)

IMPORTANT NOTE: Due to the fact that our bus remains at your theatre during the day: This runner will also be used to transport the cast (6) persons to the theatre prior to the performance call and bring the bus and truck drivers to the theatre after the performance.

HOUSE CURTAIN 
Not Required - But May be used as Masking

Standard electric masking should be in place, 

1 border downstage of each electric.  Leg

UPSTAGE MASKING
Full Stage Black At 24’ upstage or Curtain

IMPORTANT NOTE: We will need access to house stage weights and/or sandbags.  Approximately 180lbs or 6-30# Loading Rail Bricks.  This weight must be ready and waiting on the stage deck at time of load in.  

PLEASE NOTE:  For venues which are unable to accommodate the above specifications, the technical aspect of the show will be adapted by the tours Production Manager in order to provide for the best performance possible.  NO MODIFICATIONS will be made to the show which would be detrimental to the safety and structural integrity of the scenery or to future bookings.  All adaptations are solely at the discretion of our companies technical staff, who will keep the Production's best interests in mind at all times.
CARPENTRY

Stage Must Be free of all obstructions, and hanging goods other than those mentioned in the Stage Requirements.  The back wall of the theatre should be clear for storage of scenery as it is unloaded.  Also an 8' wide path should be clear the full distance from the loading area to the stage.  The scenery for this show consists of one freestanding hard false proscenium, with attached trussing, two sets of hard legs, two rolling stage units and one in-house Cyc.  A soft-goods hang list will accompany the lighting plot.  If scenery must be carried long distances from the loading area to the stage. 

Dollys/Hand Trucks:  The venue must provide (2) four wheel dollies, and (1) hand truck.

ELECTRICS 

SCHOOL HOUSE ROCK LIVE ! will use the house lighting system operated by our own technician via our lighting console.  A DMX512 input must be available to tie our console into your system.  If no DMX is available the presenter must provide a lighting console in addition to the lighting system.  If a system is not available, the local presenter must provide one.  The "A" Plot consists of approximately.  40 instruments in the front of house positions, and 50 instruments onstage.  The "B" Plot will consist of approximately 30 Instruments in the front of house position, and 40 instruments onstage.  A "C" Plot will also be available for smaller venues.    

NOTE: The Light Plot must be hung, patched, and colored before the company's arrival. 

Tie In:  In addition the production will require 1 single phase four wire (208 Volt) power feeds with a minimum of 100 amps of available power.  (For Sound).  If a qualified person is not included in your load in crew, one must be provided available at the beginning of load in and the completion of load out to tie in, this person may also be used to tie in the bus shore power.

FOLLOW SPOTS
The Local Venue shall provide 2 followspots, for the full length show.  Only one spot will be needed for the Short (School) show.  They should be Super Troupers or of the equivalent candlepower for your space.  Headset communications between the Stage Manager and these spots is also required.  These spots must have working dowsers or be dimmable.

NOTE: 2 Followspot Operators will be selected from the Electricians provided on the call (1 for School Shows).  Once trained, no substitutions may be made in these positions during the engagement unless requested by the tours Master Electrician.

LADDERS

The Local Venue must have on hand at time of load in one A frame ladder or personal lift (Genie) which will reach the Electrics when at trim position.  Note:  First electric pipe trim is 21 feet.  This is the highest of the trim positions.

SOUND

The production company carries a complete sound system and prefer that our mixing console, microphones, and playback units be used.  The sound console will be operated by our road engineer.  If it is advantageous, we will tie into your house system via a line feed and use it in addition to our system.  We will require an area 6 feet deep by 12 feet wide for our mix position.  Which should be near the center at the rear of the first set of orchestra seating.  However we prefer not to be underneath a deep balcony.  This location can be in an aisle, or where seats have been removed.

Sound Power:  See notation under Tie In, in Electrics Section.   Also two 20 amp 120 volt circuits will be needed at the house mix position 

If a tie in is not available.  We require a minimum of 3-20 amp circuits backstage and 2-20 amp circuit in the Front of House.  Preferably all on the same load panel, to minimize risk of ground loops

Please Note:  This show is a mix of live band, click tracks and amplified vocals .  The show must be mixed from the house.  A closed room or room with a window will not be considered acceptable.

The Local Venue shall provide one 8' table or one 3/4" plywood sheet to lay over seats at the sound position prior to our arrival.  If seats must be removed or the area needs to be leveled in some way, this should happen in advance of our load in. 

HEADSET COMMUNICATIONS

6 stations are needed for communication between the SM/ME, 2 follow spots, 1 each backstage right and left, and the sound board.  HEADSET COMMUNICATION BETWEEN THESE STATIONS IS INTEGRAL TO THE SHOW. The Presenter is required to provide these headsets, either Clearcom, Telex or equivalent. (Maxon or Radio Shack wireless are NOT Acceptable).

ORCHESTRA
The Local Venue shall provide 6 music stands w/ stand lights and 5 chairs Backstage Right. No piano is needed.   

PROPERTIES  

The Local Venue shall provide 2 -  8' long props tables with clip lights, 2 on either side backstage.

Push brooms and mops with buckets must be available.  The stage floor must be mopped prior to every performance at the Presenter's expense.

WARDROBE

The wardrobe needs to be located in a large room with a sink.

The Local Venue shall provide the following items:


1-Rolling rack


Wardrobe racks in each dressing room


1- 8' work table in wardrobe room


1-Ironing board and steam iron or industrial steamer


1-small table w/full length mirror onstage for quick changes.

If your facility has laundry facilities on site please indicate this in our tech questionnaire or along with your tech packet, and have them prepared for us on arrival.  Our wardrobe supervisor will contact you in advance if they have any other special needs for your load in. Laundry facilities may also be used by the road crew if rime permits for personnel laundry.

Please provide information regarding dry cleaning services in your area, that will pick up and deliver, in our technical questionnaire.

HAIR AND WIGS  Not Applicable 

DRESSING ROOMS
All dressing rooms are to be equipped with chairs, counters, clothing racks, and lighted make up spaces.  All dressing rooms must be in close proximity to hot and cold running water, clean towels, showers and rest room facilities which are separate from those used by the general public or audience members.

2 chorus dressing rooms  - 1 each Male and Female for 3 persons each.

RUNNING TIMES

At this time SCHOOL HOUSE ROCK LIVE ! runs 1 hour and 45 minutes with  an intermission. The school version runs 55 minutes,  without an intermission. The venue may opt for a full 1 hour and 25 minute production without an intermission.
HOSPITALITY
Load In:  At arrival the local presenter shall provide coffee, tea, juices, and soft drinks. For the morning break presenter shall provide light breakfast foods such as muffins, bagels, and fruit.  For the mid day break, light lunch foods such as sandwiches, pizza or chicken.   Approximate break times will be determined during the advance calls.

Show Hospitality:  For the cast/performers at show call (approximately 2 hours prior to curtain) the local presenter must provide coffee, tea, juices, soft drinks and light snack food such as cheese and crackers, deli-meat trays, veggie trays and dip, potato chips/pretzels, salsa and chips, fresh fruit, cookies or similar snack food. Any hot snacks such as chicken wings, meatballs or soups would be greatly appreciated.

Hot Meal (Crew):  For the road productions staff (5 persons)  the local venue shall provide a hot meal between the completion of Load in and Show call.  Suggestions: Chicken, pizza and salads, specialty foods of your area, juices, soft drinks, coffee and tea.

Hot Meal (Two show days):  For engagement days with two performances, presenter must provide a meal between shows for entire company (14 people). Suggestions: Chicken, vegetables, pizza and salads, specialty foods of your area, and juices, soft drinks, coffee and tea.

GENERAL NOTES


Curtain Time: We will always attempt to start the performance exactly at the advertised curtain time, unless otherwise advised. 

COMPANY SIZE:  There are (6) actors, (3) musicians, (1) Production Stage Manager/Master Electrician, (1) Technical Director, (1) Sound Engineer, and ( 2) Drivers.

PERFORMANCE PAYMENT:  The Company Manager shall receive the final payment  for the performance before the curtain. The check must be made payable to Troupe America Incorporated and may only be in the form of a University check, certified check  or cash.  

PERTINENT INFORMATION:  Troupe America will be forwarding you a copy of our Venue questionnaire.  These forms will assist us in preparing for the tour. If your facility has a prepared packet of information please feel free to send us this instead of filling out the entire packet.  HOWEVER, PLEASE FILL IN THE FIRST PAGE OF OUR PACKET SO THAT WE HAVE THIS INFORMATION IN OUR STANDARDIZED FORMAT.  THANK YOU!

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION:  Please forward to us along with the above questionnaires:


-Information on local doctors, including, GP's, Dentist, Chiropractor, Podiatrist, and


         appropriate emergency medical facilities.


-A List of Recommended hotels in your area and their proximity to the theatre.


-A local map showing the theatre and access route from major highways.
CLOSING AND ACCEPTANCE

The best Performance will be achieved if you can meet all of these technical requirements.  We are, however, flexible in some areas.  If changes must be made please contact Troupe America Inc., so that these changes can be discussed and finalized.  Changes must be approved in advance by our Production Manager to avoid any on site surprises and conflicts, as well as to insure the safety of both our company and the local personnel.

In the unlikely event of changes to this rider, a final Tech Rider addendum will be issued by our office in advance to the tours commencement.  If these changes will affect your booking we will discuss necessary adaptions at that time.
