

SINATRA & BASIE AT THE SANDS!
with The Michael Berkowitz Big Band & Tony Babino
Technical Rider
(Revised 3/30/10))

dated: ________________. 

All the requirements specified in this Rider are needed to ensure a successful concert. Any changes to this rider should be discussed with Terry Kippenberger at (314) 862-1408.  Presenter agrees to provide all the following requirements at no charge to the Artist:

1.  STAGING:
A stage area of approximately forty (40) feet wide by twenty (20) feet deep. 
3 – 4’ x8'x18" risers placed so that they make a 12’ x 8’ riser (attached to one another) for the trumpets.
5 – 4’ x8’x12” risers placed so that they make a 20’ x 8’ riser (attached to one another) for the drums and trombones.
3 – 4’ x8'x 6" risers placed so that they make an 8’x8’ riser (attached to one another) for the bassist.
ALL risers must be black and skirted in black
Please notify Artist or Agent of smaller stage dimensions. (See attached Stage Plot Diagram)

2.  INSTRUMENTS REQUIRED:
DRUM KIT: A professional five piece drum kit with cymbals - DW,Yamaha, Pearl, (in that order). are acceptable.

CONCERT GRAND PIANO:  A Steinway, Yamaha or piano of similar quality which must be tuned to A440 just prior to the rehearsal and again before the first performance (if necessary),

1-PROFESSIONAL BASS AMP.

2.  AUDIO SPECIFICATIONS:
Due to the dynamic nature of this show, the Presenter must provide a professional quality Sound System capable of providing the venue with a clear, undistorted, evenly distributed sound.  This includes the capability to EQ the sound and reverb for the vocals.
Mixing console should be able to accommodate 12 channels of line level inputs for instruments, plus 1 Microphone for vocals and adequate mics for the piano, bass amp, drums and three instrumental sections  - all with boom stands. 
MONITORS:
Five (5) wedge monitors with five( 5) separate monitor mixes as per the attached stage diagram.
* Sufficient COM is needed for LD to communicate with followspot operators and backstage
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3. LIGHTING: 
All Stage Washes should be a minimum of eight (8) fixtures..
Onstage Sidelights should be a minimum of six (6) fixtures with color.
Six (6) Specials are also required.
2  - Followspots (R37, R57, R22) with operators
1 – Off white cyc for projection – or a projection screen is required (minimum size of 10’h x 15’w) to be used for show title.

4. OTHER EQUIPMENT;
Presenter shall also supply sixteen (16) top quality music stands with lights plus a special light for the piano.

5.  ARTIST TICKETS:
The promoter shall set aside five (5) pairs of tickets (10 in all) for use by Michael Berkowitz.   These seats should be located in between the tenth and fifteenth row in the center area. Unused tickets will be released the day prior to the first performance by the Tour Manager.

6.  DRESSING ROOMS:
One large dressing room to accommodate fourteen comfortably (or four smaller dressing rooms to accommodate four, four and six persons plus two solo dressings rooms for Mr. Berkowitz and Mr. Babino. Dressing rooms should be equipped with mirrors, adequate number of chairs, tables, running water, toilet and shower. Rooms must be clean, in good condition and supplied with soap, Kleenex, and clothes hangers.  The comapny will need 16 bath towels and 16 hand towels.  All reasonable security also must be provided for the Artist’s personal effects, merchandise and all musical equipment.

7. MERCHANDISE:
One table (approx. 3’ x 6’) in lobby for CD sales and one volunteer to assist with sales, plus one table and four chairs for Mr. Berkowitz and Mr. Babino to sign autographs after each performance.

8.  HOSPITALITY:
FOR LOAD-IN: For 16 group members plus local crew members.
- Fruit juices – Orange, Cranberry and Apple juice.
- Coffee, with cream and milk, sugar and artificial sweetener.
- Drinking water.
- Fresh muffins and donuts and fruit / deli tray with sandwiches.
FOOD: - 16 hot meals (soup or salad/ main meat dish/ dessert) available approximately 90 minutes prior to each performance.
BEVERAGES
- Hot coffee – with cream/milk/sugar/sweetener.
- 2 gallons of non-sparkling spring water in medium size bottles
Note: All Food and beverages to be placed in or near the dressing rooms at the sound check and left until one half hour after the performance.

9.  ACCOMMODATIONS/TRANSPORTATION:
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The Presenter is to provide two (2) up to sixteen (16) non-smoking rooms at a top quality hotel or motel for both the night prior to the first performance (if necessary) and for each performance day thereafter.  The hotel/motel must be an AAA approved facility such as: Holiday Inn, Ramada Inn, Best Western, etc. NOTE: Amount of rooms required will be determined by the Artist not later than 60 days prior to first performanc.

 All round trip ground transportation to and from the airport, the performance venue and the motel or hotel also must be provided by the Presenter unless other arrangements are made with the Artist.

10.  LICENSES:
The Presenter shall obtain all permit licenses, certificates, or permissions to enable the engagement to be lawfully performed.

11. INDEMNITY:
The Presenter shall indemnify and hold Artist harmless from any loss, damage or expense arising from or connected with the any personal injury, property damage or other invasion of any lawful right of any person employed by or contracted to Presenter in connection with the engagement or any other attendee at the performance(s).
