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About the play…

After a classic “once upon a time” beginning, this tongue-in-cheek retelling of the classic tale proceeds to give us a few details that are often left out of the famous story. When the Evil Queen gets the dish from her magic mirror that Snow White is both the prettiest girl and the best singer in the land, she sends her hapless huntsman off to put an end to the lovely girl. Snow escapes this fate and is befriended by four dwarves who do the work (and play the roles) of seven. Despite their warnings, while they are off at work Snow fulfills her destiny as an ingenue and foolishly opens the door when the Evil Queen, disguised as an old apple seller, feeds her an oversized, magical apple that puts her instantly to sleep. Upon discovering her lovely, sleeping form, the dwarves lament the difficulty of finding a handsome prince when you need one – but, as luck would have it, one happens along almost immediately. After musing in song (with dwarf back-up) about how his life will change if he kisses her, the Prince fulfills his destiny as a prince, the Evil Queen is turned into a housekeeper for the dwarves, and everyone (almost) lives happily ever after.
