Technical Information

The Many Adventures of Snow White

The Snow White Company is looking forward to performing in your facility. Thanks in advance for your help in making it happen! The following information applies to a reasonable well-equipped theatre venue; however, we can perform in almost any space. Please contact us with specific needs for your venue.

The company size is 8 (7 performers + 1 stage manager/sound operator). In most cases, they will arrive about 3 hours before the first performance in a passenger van with trailer. Please arrange parking park as close as possible to the venue throughout the duration of their stay.

Load In (about 1 1/2 hours)

Three people are requested for the load in. Preparation time includes unloading truck, wardrobe load-in, (no crew required, but iron and ironing board are requested) hanging our backdrop, assembling and placing our scenic units, setting our props, setting 4 lighting looks with your pre-hung and focused house plot, (very simple) and patching in our wireless mics and playback unit to your sound system. During set-up, please use same crew as will run light board and spots for performance(s). We will be complete at least 30 minutes prior to house open time.

Load Out

Load out takes about 45 minutes, AFTER cast has finished with meet and greet activities, if any.

Performance Area

Stage: Please make sure that the space is clean and empty before our arrival. We can make almost any space work. An area approximately 34’ wide by 25’  deep is ideal. We will utilize house masking, preferably black. We travel with a painted backdrop that is 18h x 48w, and need a batten to tie it on at the back of the performance space. The drop does not fly during the show, but it is painted on scrim so a black drape behind it is desirable. 

We like to set up as close to the audience as possible, particularly in large houses. If there is a deep forestage, the house curtain need not be used.

Wings: Please provide a small costume rack in each wing and a prop table stage right. We need a crossover behind the backdrop.

Dressing Room and Refreshments

We request 2 company dressing rooms (5 people each) with running water and make-up lights, adjacent to non-public restrooms. Stage monitor speakers are very helpful. For early arrivals, the company appreciates coffee and donuts or pastry or fruit as available, and  sandwiches or a light lunch and drinks between performances. These are suggestions, not requirements – we appreciate what you can do! Please make sure there is plenty of cold drinking water available throughout the day.

If the dressing rooms are not IMMEDIATELY adjacent to the stage, the cast will need quick-change facilities backstage.

Lighting

Lighting can be as simple as a bright stage wash with no changes or as elaborate as you can comfortably accommodate. In ideal situations, we request 3 overlapping areas that when used together are a full stage medium pink wash. Each should cover a bit more than 1/3 of the stage. Also helpful is a full stage wash of blue, three color cyc lighting for backdrop, and basic side and back light found in most house plots. We may also use 2-3 specials if available, and 2 follow spots add an additional dimension. We travel with cue sheets and a marked tech script with a wide variety of options. If your venue is equipped for more elaborate specifics, please let us know and we will provide more detailed information.

Sound

We will utilize your sound system. We need two monitor speakers onstage which must have a mix of our track and all live mics – no adjustment of this mix is required during performance. We will be bringing a Sony mini-disc player for our music tracks and sound cues, which we need to patch into your system at the house mix location (2 inputs required), as well as a body mic system to patch into your system (8 inputs required). Our operator must run sound for performance.

During Performance

Maximum crew requirement is one light board operator, 2 follow spot operators, one deck person to handle curtain cues and assist with prop movements during show, (plus our sound person to run sound and call cues), and – a total of 4 of your crew.

Minimum crew requirement  for performance is one facility technician. This assumes that you will not use spot cues, that no house curtain is used, and that the lights remain unchanged throughout the performance – which is possible, although obviously not ideal! We can also work with any variation between the extremes.

Regardless of the crew size, all must be in communication via headset throughout the performance.

Please be aware that whenever possible, the performance will start with an actor entering the stage from the audience, and that throughout the performance the actors may enter the audience area. Please provide at least one set of sturdy stairs from the stage to the audience.

Please make sure to enforce a no photographs, video, or audio recording policy in the theatre area.

Accommodations:

Unless otherwise arranged, presenter is responsible to provide and pay for 2 double and 4 single rooms. All rooms should be non-smoking. Please attempt to make arrangements as close to venue and restaurants as possible.

After Performance

The company is willing and eager to meet, greet, sign autographs, and provide photo opportunities in costume immediately following the performance. If possible, please pre-arrange a path of travel so they can get to the lobby or patio quickly. If no program is used, it is helpful to have fliers for autographs. An “autographs” sheet for duplication is included with our show materials if needed.

Information and Questions:

We will be in touch with you approximately 2-3 weeks prior to the performance to finalize details of our time with you. Please be sure to return with your contract the following information:
